stick is neutral, forward is up, and backward is down!?! This is the mode that helicopter pilots normally fly in. It 
allows the pilot to hover at center stick, rise when the stick is forward, and then, when inverted, either hover 
inverted at center stick or rise when below center. In performing a loop in a helicopter, the pilot goes from for-
ward throttle to neutral, to backward, to forward, ending up at center hovering in the initial posi-
