President’s Report

We have finally gotten a break in the snowy, frosty weather. | was able to spend a great day at Maloof fly-
ing my airplanes and hovering my helicopters.

Saturday, | left the house on Albuquerque’s far east side, noticing the fog in the valley between me and
Maloof. The fog tends to be located in the low lying valley, so | assumed Maloof would be clear. When | got
to the air park, there was neither fog nor sunshine. The ceiling was about 100 feet. The pilots at the field
were waiting for the fog to lift and the sun to come out.

The sun came out about 11:00 AM (just like it does daily in San Francisco), and we ended up with a beau-
tiful blue-sky flying day. I got flights in on my Ultra Stick, Pico Stick, T-rex, and Blade CP. | could tell | had
a great day of flying since, by the time | left, my feet were hurting from standing for five hours.

something yourself, as long as points don't matter
SO much to you.

| set aside Thursday and Friday to practice, per
usual. I had not flown my racer much this year. |
concentrated on getting my planes trimmed, and
then on winning the first lap. Quite often, when we
practice, we don't treat it like the actual event, and
we ease into the flight. | have found myself before
losing after half a lap, so | tried to make that first
turn count.

Thursday was windy, so | got lots of flight time. |
brought a new Viper with a Nelson as a backup,

but lost that in practice. Bad aileron servo. | saw some issues with it before takeoff, but could not
repeat the problem. Should not have flown. Friday it rained all day. | kept my plane full and ready,
and managed 8 flights in small windows of no rain. It would stop, | would run out there, and it
would start pouring by the time | was heading in after my flight. Most people were still fueling.

Saturday started with a heat against one of the best. | held my own, did not get lapped, and
turned a 1:14. The rest of the day | did not race big names. | think it was a mistake to check who |
was racing. There are no "gimmee's" at Phoenix. | turned 1:16's and 1:18's, and came in third
each heat of the day. Frustrating.

Sunday | flew far better. | had very few
points to show, but | flew well against good
flyers. In the first heat, | was in a pack with
all four planes after 5 laps, picking safe
lanes and trading the lead. | cut pole 3 in the
battle, so | backed off. No sense mid-airing if
| am not up there in the points. | could have
stayed in there waiting for others to cut too
(they did), but not worth it. Next | had a
three-man heat with two very good flyers. |
was beating one, and training the other, but
he cut trying to stay in front of me. On lap 8,
my engine just up and quit! A loose cable

was the issue. Zero, but boy was | flying
good. In my last heat, | again was mixing it up with a few top guys. Again, the one out in front cut,
and | finally had victory.

| finished 34th place out of 61, but | was pleased with my flying improvements through the
weekend. Now if | could just practice during the year...
