January brought bitter cold to New Mexico. Flying planes and helicopters in temperatures that are sometimes below
freezing requires special considerations. Keep the following in mind when you flydolthe

¢ Cold air means densemtmosphere. If you fly nitro or gas, a richer mixture may be needed.

e Cut the thumbs off an old pair of gloves or make a small slit at the finger tips so that your gimbals will fit
through. This will help keep you fingersawn but still allow you to keep in touch with your radio.

e Aircraft parts are slightly more brittle at very cold temperatures so watch those hard landings.

e LiPo batteries are sensitive to extreme cold and may not provide as much power or capacity dioainthey
warmer environments. Keep them warm in your vehicle until you are ready to fly.

e Gyros are also sensitive to the cold but in a different way than LiPo batteries. If you move a gyro from a warm
car to the cold outdoors, it may behave differently tgpected so give the gyro timedqualize withambient
temperatures before you initialize.

e Bring lots of hot coffee to the field.
