Keep in mind 

Mr. Kupper always thought he just wowed the crowd. He would say ñHow about that!ò after his plane safely 

landed on the runway. As time went on, it got harder and harder for Mr. Kupper to come out to the field. Winter 

passed and Mr. Kupper had not called. I received a call from his wife to let me know he was placed into hospice 

care. She asked me to come over and remove all the airplane stuff from the trunk of his red convertible Edsel 

and put it to good use. Soon he did not know me or his family. Mr. Kupper lived six more years and died some 

months ago. However one extra memorable item from knowing Mr. Kupper was his trainer plane. Itôs the plane 

I took out of his trunk and have flown on Kidôs Day for many years now. It has touched my heart and many 

others over the years. Even though some mods have been made, the plane is still doing what Mr. Kupper would 

have wanted it to. Theron busted me on the landing gear. He pointed out most trainers have a nose wheel. It is 

now a very special tail dragger from a very special man. 

 

This Kidôs Day went well. Many thanks are owed to the hard workers from both local clubs. Great job 

everybody! Some may have wished for less wind, a warmer day, more people, and maybe even less trouble with 

their equipment. However in Mr. Kupperôs planeôs case, one propeller, one glow plug and a gallon of fuel made 

for a another great day! Now how about that!!!
