President’s Report

As most of you know, | have been learning how to be an RC pilot the traditional
way, by removing select parts from select airplanes through premature contact with
the ground.
'\ But I have recently achieved a new measure of success. | have flown the wheels off
'. . my Ultra-Stick. No, Not by removing the landing gear, although I have had some

' success at that as well. The tread on my main gear is now smooth. And the tail
1 wheel is worn out!

| had landed the Ultra-Stick at Maloof on Saturday, while Lori was waiting to take off. There was a fair wind
out of the north. But | just needed to turn east and exit the landing area. But the Ultra-Stick proceeded to
simply spin around in a semi-uncontrolled fashion. So | added a bit more throttle, got the tail back up in the
air, and used the rudder to turn the airplane in the proper direction.

When | shut the engine down and brought it to the bollards, | noticed that the tail wheel seemed to sit at a
funny angle. Under further examination, | discovered that the tail wheel not only turned freely on the axle,
but could rotate significantly in all directions. The axle hole in the wheel was at least twice its normal size.
No wonder | couldn’t control the direction of the airplane with all three wheels on the ground.

So now | have another project: replace the tail wheel.

Thanks to the help and expertise at our local RC hobby shops, | have a great way to replace the worn
wheel and loose axle.

I will be cutting the CA hinges off the rudder so | can get to the worn axle. Drill out the axle hole in the rud-
der. Fill it with a small dowel, so that | can drill the correct hole for a new axle. Then | will trim out the CA
hinge pieces, enlarge the hinge slots, and replace the CA hinges with nylon, pin-locked hinges. | have an-
other chance to learn about airplane repair.

I'll be getting the Ultra-Stick back together and out to the field. And | hope to get enough flights on it to
wear out another set of landing gear, but hopefully not before this summer's NCFFA national Competition
Fun Fly here in July.

I'll see you at the field!

NO MORE SNOOPY

Building a New (Old) Kit By Ivan Perry

Many times over the last few months | have been asked “I haven’t seen you out at
the field, are you still flying? | tell every one that yes | am going to be flying again
very soon. | have been building another kit, since | crashed my favorite plane
about 1 year ago.

I know that most of you remember my yellow Extra 300 with snoopy in the cockpit.

Well one nice day last | believe it was some where between February and March of last year... |
was bringing my plane in for approach to land, just about ready to yell “LANDING” , | heard
something. | am not sure what it was that | heard so to be safe | gave it some throttle and went
around for 1 more pass. In the mean time while | was up in the air | decided to have some fun and
do some snap rolls and loops. After the snap roll snoopy had no functionality at all. Something
must have come loose. | had no controls of any kind, and | felt knots in my stomach... my favorite
plane was headed straight down with no recovery.... Well you know the rest of that story..

Any way | was heart broken of course like many of us get after a situation like this. | have not
flown since, but | refuse to give up. | knew that | wanted another one of these planes, so | only had
to wait a couple of months for the next swap meet and hope | could find another one. So | did not
have to wait as long as | expected and at last years swap meet | found a 90 size (1/5 Scale)
Goldberg Extra 300 kit (even though | really wanted another 40 size), and | decided that | wanted
to build a kit again so | got it for a decent price. The guy | purchased it from had it in storage for
years, and by the amount of dust on this plane it looked like it had been sitting for at least 10 years.
Stan told me that this kit was discontinued many years ago, but to me it is still something that
would be fun to fly; not to mention fast or slow what ever makes me happy at that time. This plane
built fairly quickly, Built the wing, control surfaces... then the fuselage. | had to purchase a real
aluminum landing gear and a cowl for this plane. Those 2 items cost me more than the kit it self
cost me. HA HA, but that is the way things go. | have been working on covering this airplane
currently and getting all the other parts installed. This plane will not have snoopy as the pilot, since
it is a 2 seat plane. If | come across good deal on another 40 size Extra 300 kit or an ARF, | would
have something to put Snoopy back into. |1 am going to use one of the new OS AX 120 engines in
this plane, plus after seeing some others in the past with flutter problems, | am also using fairly
stout servos and reinforced 4/40 linkages. | believe that this plane will be very acrobatic along with
fast when needed. This airplane will be the 1st plane that | have ever owned that | will not have to
turn the airplane upside down to put the wing on. Boy | feel that this will be nice to fly and set up.

I hope that | will not have the problems that | had with the last one.

You will be seeing me out at this field this coming year flying my new Extra 300.

The Nieuport 17 was designed for Backyard Flyer
magazine, and will be featured in the upcoming issue.
The color scheme is from the movie "Flyboys". So far, 2,
3 ch. and now a 4 ch. versions have been built and flown.
The 3 ch. version is a great flying Park Flyer for small
fields -- very docile and extremely easy to fly. The 4 ch.
version is a sure enough WW-I Fighter! The ailerons are
very effective, and it will do all the maneuvers its full scale
counterpart did. Power is provided by an Avionics Gust
MN Outrunner motor with a 9-5 prop and a 2 cell 2100

mAh Lipoly battery. Pat Tritle
