Then | bought a T-Rex 450, which made
flying a little easier. So | spent time focusing on hovering and short maneuvers. Once | added the
simulator time to my practice, | found that indoors not only could | fly my T-Rex, but | can now also fly
the CP.

Today at Maloof, | discovered how much extra lift | get once | am off the ground away from ground ef-
fects. A little breeze a Maloof will lift the NM Air Runner, allowing me to decrease the amount of col-

lective needed to fly. It was a real eye opener at first. A little more stick time will make it just another
part of flying.
